“Right to Know” Law
In May, 2008, the state legislature passed and the Governor signed a new “Right to Know” law. This legislation requires most state contracts, including COSTARS Contracts, to be available for public viewing on an internet website. To comply with this legislation, effective February 6, 2009, anyone may access “COSTARS Contracts” and “Statewide Contracts” directly from the COSTARS Members Pages.  
To assist your use of the contract search functions, please review the “Guide for searching COSTARS & State Agency Contracts” also found in the “NEWSFLASH” area of the COSTARS Members Pages.
Please note that while anyone may access COSTARS Contracts directly from the COSTARS Members’ Pages beginning February 6, this does not change the requirement that eligible Local Public Procurement Units and State Affiliated Entities register as COSTARS members, and only those entities registered with DGS may purchase from the Contract.
